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Information for patients having a lung scan

Your Doctor has advised you that a lung scan is necessary to assist with their diagnosis as
part of your treatment. This scan will be carried out in the Nuclear Medicine Department,
which is part of the Radiology Unit. On arrival in X-ray please report to Reception, they will
direct you to the Nuclear Medicine Department.

The test involves no discomfort, apart from a small injection in the arm (similar to having a
blood test).

You will not feel anything during the scan, and there are no after effects.

You will either be asked to lie on a scanning couch which moves beneath a scanner, or sit in
front of a large scanner. The scanner takes pictures of your Lungs. You do not have to hold
your breath, each picture takes approximately three minutes to complete.

You will not feel anything during the scan, and there are no after effects.
You DO NOT have to go into a tunnel.

If you have any other concerns or in the event that this appointment is not convenient, please
contact the Department on the above number as soon as possible.
